Lorain County 4-H Adult volunteers.
These members may be elected for a maximum of three (3) one (1) year terms.

Three year term members: (5 open positions in 2026): serve in staggered 3-year terms with newly elected
members replacing outgoing members each year.
e Must have two (2) years of experience as a club advisor;
e Must be affiliated with a 4-H club at the time of election;
e Adult members may not hold/serve in a position on another county level 4-H Board, such as
Endowment or Education;
e Must be nominated by current Lorain County 4-H community and elected by majority ballot of current
Lorain County 4-H Adult volunteers.
There members my be elected to serve a maximum of two (2) consecutive terms.

Congress, National Dairy Conference and the Shooting Sports Teen Leadership
Institute.
