The 5 dysfunctions of a team
[and how to fix them)

Based on Palrick Lencioni’s book, ‘The 5 dysfunchions of a feam’

Team members are afraid to be vulnerable with each other. They're nat
willing to admit they may have made a mistake or don't have the answers.

The Bl Building trust takes ime, but leaders should use fools fo help
their teams learn mare about sach other and grow thair trust. Laadars
can demonstrafe their own vulnerabilify as an exampie fo the feam.

Lack of commitment

Because they are afraid of conflict, team members can be reluctant

to buy in to decisions and commit to them.

The fiX: 5ot ciear deadiines and expectations. Encourage the feam fo
close off and resolve oulstanding issues and make their own commitments
fo achieving resulls.

Team members are less interested in team results than their
own personal career enhancement and achievements.

The fiX: Ensure that results are shared publicly and attributed fo the
all team rmembers rather than a few individuals. Reward desired resuifs
and reinforce the importance of a holistic approach from the feam.

9 RULES OF COHESIVE TEAM BEHAVIOR

1. No complaining unless willing to take action.
2. Blame the process not the person.

3. Respect everyone on the team assuming good
motives.

4. Directly confront with no triangulation.
5. Voice opinions strongly and directly.

6. Only rely on and restate what you know is
true.

7. Fully commit to team decisions and strategies.
8. Create accountability among team.

9. Be an advocate for the team.

Book #150 for project book judging.

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Assuring Quality Care of Animals- AQCA

1.

Any youth exhibiting AND housing an animal at the Lorain County Jr. fair is REQUIRED to attend an
Assuring Quality Care of Animals (AQCA) program.

Deadline to meet this requirement is June 1, 2023.

The online EqUISTEP program meets this requirement for youth exhibiting horses.

The Assuring Quality Care of Animals (AQCA) program teaches youth the ten Good Production Practices
(GPP’S).

Continued improvement, food safety, ethics and welfare are taught every year. The remaining GPP’s are
on a three-year rotation. A youth member will have completed all ten GPP’s if they attend three years of
programming consecutively. While the GPP’s are directly targeting market and lactating animals, most of
the information taught is directly related to care for all animals.

All Lorain County Jr. Fair animals housed on the fairgrounds fair week are required to complete and turn
in a Drug Use Notification Form (DUNF) at check-in.

Consistent record keeping for the fair vet to ID potential barn outbreaks (NEW DUNF’s are required to be
turned in when any medication is administered and filed with the Extension QA team)

All DUNF forms will be completed electronically. The electronic completion is a new requirement of
Ohio Department of Agriculture and will replace the paper copies used in the past.

How may | complete the required AQCA training for 2023?

1. Attend and complete an in-person program in Area 4. Area 4 is Lorain, Medina, and Summit counties.

2.

(livestock, rabbit & fowl). Click to Register Here.
Register for and complete the YQCA online training. (livestock, rabbit, and fowl)
Register for and complete the EquiStep online training. (horse project members)

It is recommended that youth with fewer than three years completed in an animal project attend the in-
person training.
