Quality Assurance, now called

Assuring Quality Care of Animals- AQCA

1. Anyyouth exhibiting AND housing an animal at the Lorain County Jr. fair is REQUIRED to
attend an Assuring Quality Care of Animals (AQCA) program.
The Assuring Quality Care of Animals (AQCA) program teaches youth the ten Good Production
Practices (GPP’S). Continuedimprovement,food safety, ethics and welfare are taughtevery
year. Theremaining GPP’s are on a three-year rotation. Ayouth member will have completed
all ten GPP’s if they attend three years of programming consecutively. While the GPP’s are
directly targeting marketand lactating animals, most of the information taughtis directly
related to care for all animals.

2. AllLorain County Jr. Fair animals housed on the fairgrounds fair week are required to complete
andturnin a DrugUse Notification Form (DUNF) at check-in. Consistentrecordkeepingfor the
fair vet to ID potential barn outbreaks (NEW DUNF’s are required to be turned in when any
medication is administered and filed with the Extension QA team)

2. AllDUNF formswill be completed electronically. The electroniccompletionis a new
requirement of Ohio Departmentof Agriculture and will replace the paper copiesusedin the
past.

Deadline to meet this requirement is June 1, 2024.

The online EQUISTEP program meets this requirement for youth exhibiting horses.

How may | complete the required AQCA training for 2024?

1. Simulation Event: Attend and complete an in-person simulation. Youth will select an
animal situation card to determine what animal(s) they will be caring for as they progress
through the simulation activity stations. (livestock, rabbit & fowl)

2. Register for and complete the YQCA online training. (livestock, rabbit, and fowl)

Register for and complete the EquiStep online training. (horse project members)

3. Attend an approved state program.

It is recommended that youth with fewer than three years completed in an animal project
attend the in-person training.

Ower the Counter Drugs (OTC)

There has been a major change in OTC to Ry
with antibiotics. Many drugs we were used
to purchasing and providing to ocur animals
without having the veterinarian prescriba,
Some of these drugs we may still hawve in ouwr
medicine cabinet, or you may still walk into
some of the stores and purchase over the
counter because the stores still have them in
stock and the labels state OTC. I is illegal to
now use those drugs withowt the permission
of your veterinarian!! You are required by
law to work with your weterinarian before

using these medications.
