This publication aligns the 4-H project book guidelines, with Lorain County Jr. 
Fair and Ohio State Fair requirements.  Be on the lookout for the 2024 
guidelines coming soon!!

Fair 
Entry is where you will list the quantity, showmanship and type of the 
project you selected on 4-H Online. 

All Self-Determined Projects will enroll in project 365.00 You may take 
more than one Self-determined project.  Please be sure that you 
download and complete a Self-Determined Project Guide for each 
self-determined project you will be taking.  You may also download 
and save a fillable pdf version of this guide.  Ohio 4-H provides many 
different idea starters for self-determined projects.  Please check out 
this list on the State 4-H website.  

Any youth interested in taking a self-determined bird project (i.e. 
pigeons, peafowl, pheasants and other wild game birds) will enroll on 
Self-Determined 365.00 and complete the Poultry Project and Record 
Book #150 for project book judging.

Animal Project Books are due July 22nd!
Animal Books are required to receive a 15 or higher to qualify to 
show at Jr. Fair.  Early Animal Book Evaluation deadline is July 8th. 

Books that are turned in on or before July 8th will be graded 
before the July 22nd deadline. If you didn't pass, you will be given

This is on the 
certificate when you pick your birds from the hatchery. If you did not receive one of 
these when picking up your animals, you must call the hatchery immediately!! The 
names of the exhibitor(s) must be written on the top of the paper. These must be 
dropped in the Jr. Fair Board Drop Box by August 11, 2024.

2024 Horse Project Requirements
To participate in Lorain County Jr. Fair Horse Shows, 4-H youth MUST meet the following 
requirements:
• Complete the EquiStep safety & ethics training by June 1, 2024.
• All Mini Equine must be measured by June 1, 2024.  Those that do not already have 

measurements on file will be contacted by the 4-H office or your 4-H Organizational 
Leader.   

• Submit 4-H Horse Record book for evaluation AND receive a minimum of a 15 points.
• Participate in and submit proof of participation in least one horse show.  Proof may 

be a copy of the 4-H Horse School schedule and/or copy of the Show Bill signed by 
the instructor, judge, or show management.  Please be sure to highlight the 
classes/workshops you participated.  Proof for each equine animal to be shown must 
be submitted. The deadline  to submit proof must is August 1, 2024, to the Jr. Fair 
Board.
